Call for Entry

The focus of this weekend festival is on ceramics; pottery and sculpture.  This is a juried event open to artists at 
various stages in their ceramic development. You, the artist must be responsible for all methods of production.  All 
decisions of the jury are final.   The deadline for entry is May 1, 2010.

The show hours are 10am  5pm Saturday and Sunday,  September 11 & 12, 2010.   This venue has both indoor and 
outdoor spaces available.  Only 8ft tables are allowed in the conference centre. There will be table spaces 
available outside on the lawn. Please specify your preference of either an indoor or outdoor location. There is the 
option of bringing your own canopy for a 10X10 space ($275) or an 8ft table provided ($165 per table, per artist). 
One stipulation is that you, the artist must be present to represent your work throughout the duration of the Festival.

Please include the following;

l Artist statement/C.V./description of proposed work.
l 5 professional looking photographs that best represent the work you will be exhibiting during the Festival.   Or 

5 digital images, as 4X6 or 5X7 at 300dpi and saved as RGB images on a labelled CD are also accepted.  
No slides please.

l Post dated cheque for May 1, 2010 payable to the"Guelph Pottery & Sculpture Festival" for either $165 or 
$275.  Any NSF cheques will result in a service charge.  Cancellation of  fees prior to the show does not 
entitle you to a refund.
